Scientists at the University of Tokyo have created a more secure, affordable 

approach to investigate lithium-ion battery malfunctions. They developed a 

mini test battery—only 1/50th the size of a standard one—that is more 

prone to overheating, facilitating safer thermal runaway studies in smaller 

laboratories.  

The team also presented the thermal runaway factor, a straight forward 

equation for assessing overheating risk by considering battery heat capacity, 

energy, and surface area. The design reduces heat emission by changing the 

battery's shape and eliminating parts that do not generate heat. This 

method fosters safer battery creation and promotes cleaner energy 

advancements.
